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Introduction

ColoradoGives.org is a year-round online giving website featuring Colorado charities.
Launched in 2007 by Community First Foundation, the site provides comprehensive and
standardized information to help donors support local charities. This report shares data about
charitable giving in Colorado through ColoradoGives.org every day of the year in 2013
excluding Colorado Gives Day (an initiative to increase philanthropy in Colorado through
online giving.). See page 10 for online giving statistics that include Colorado Gives Day.

Trends & Observations

Online Giving Grows Annually

Since the launch of ColoradoGives.org in May 2007, the amount donated, number of gifts,
number of donors and number of nonprofit profiles has grown. Since the site’s inception,
$25 million from more than 154,000 donations has benefited Colorado nonprofits. Including
four Colorado Gives Days, the amount raised jumps to $81.5 million. The charts below
show results excluding Colorado Gives Day.

Online giving increasing in regions beyond Denver metro

Community First Foundation partnered with The Community Foundation of Northern
Colorado and a collaboration of nonprofits in Eagle County (Eagle County Gives) to
help increase online giving throughout the state. By providing community-based
support to nonprofits and donors, these partnerships are fostering significant growth in
charitable giving outside the Denver metro region.

Thanks to these partnerships, Larimer County experienced a 43 percent increase in
nonprofit participation in online giving and a 54 percent increase in the amount raised
over 2012. Visit NoCoGives.org for more details.

Eagle County experienced a 65 percent increase in nonprofit participation in online
giving and a 102 percent increase in the amount raised over 2012. Visit
EagleCoGives.org for more information.

The Foundation will continue to enlist regional partners throughout the state so that
more communities benefit from a strong nonprofit sector.

Online Giving Outlook

Methods of online giving will continue to expand
For the first time since the Great Recession, fundraising in the U.S. has increased
significantly. Online giving follows this trend. In Colorado, online giving through

ColoradoGives.org is increasing and will continue to increase as nonprofits deploy more

online methods to interact with their donors. Mobile and tablet usage will continue to
trend upwards. Last year, the percent of visits that came through mobile devices to
access ColoradoGives.org increased from 13 percent to 17 percent.

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Special Features

Recurring Donations

Recurring donations allow an individual to donate to nonprofits in increments over a
specific period of time. After setting up a donation schedule, an individual’s donations
occur automatically—straight from a credit card, debit card or bank account. Nonprofits
enjoy this type of donation because it means dollars they can rely on throughout the
year, and donors can give a larger amount overall by donating in multiple small
amounts.

Recurring donations continue to grow through ColoradoGives.org with $1.3 million
raised in 2013. Thirty-seven percent of nonprofits received a recurring donation in
2013, up from 35 percent in 2012. The most common recurring donation size was $10,
followed closely by $50.

In 2013, 16 percent of total dollars raised was the result of recurring donations and the

largest recurring gift was $10,000 (scheduled as an annual recurring donation). Percent of total dollars donated

Variety of Recurring Donations

Recurring donations through ColoradoGives.org are extremely flexible. An individual
can decide when the recurring donation will start, how often it will occur (anywhere
from every seven days to every year), and when it should end (by a particular date, after
a certain number of payments, after a certain amount has been donated, or indefinitely).
The most common recurring donation timeframe is monthly.

Types of Organizations

In 2013, ColoradoGives.org featured 23 types of nonprofits. Nonprofit types are based on
the National Taxonomy of Exempt Entities (NTEE) classification system created by the
National Center for Charitable Statistics at the Urban Institute. It categorizes similar
nonprofits according to purpose, type, or major function. ColoradoGives participants
choose the appropriate category for their nonprofit.

Analytics for ColoradoGives.org* indicate that 35 percent incoming traffic was from
referring sites (sites such as nonprofit websites that directed visitors to
ColoradoGives.org by link) and 42 percent was direct (visitors who reach a website by
typing in the URL or using a bookmark). The remaining 23 percent of incoming traffic
was from search engines and advertising.
